This exquisite miniature, a masterful rendition of David Susanna’s renowned 
sculpture, captures the profound essence of the Shield of Heroes. Crafted from 
bronze and marble, and elegantly adorned with 24K gold, it stands as a symbol of 
both strength and spiritual fortitude.

The Shield of Heroes, a 6 meter tall significant landmark at Tel Hashomer, is a 
testament to the indomitable spirit of the Israeli soldiers who both bear and 
rely on the Shield of David. This duality—of carrying and leaning on the shield—
embodies the unity and mutual dependence within the fabric of our nation. It 
speaks to the strength derived from faith and tradition, offering protection while 
being upheld by the valor of our defenders.

In the miniature, every detail resonates with meaning. The bronze symbolizes 
resilience and steadfastness, while the gold represents the purity of purpose and 
the sacred mission of our protectors. The marble base anchors the sculpture, 
signifying the solid foundation of truth upon which the shield—and our nation—
stands.

The soldiers depicted with the shield reflect the sacred bond between the 
guardians and the guarded, the protectors and the protected. They not only carry 
the shield with unwavering dedication but also draw strength from it, illustrating 
the mutual reinforcement that defines our collective resilience.
